4.1  Formulary Applications

Full Applications

· Remdesevir 100mg Injection (Veklury®)

Requested by Microbiology

Indication: COVID-19 pneumonitis with low-flow O2 supplementation

Background: NICE Guidance conditionally recommends the use of Remdesivir for this indication and a final recommendation is expected later this year. For the last two years, this stock has been available free of charge from the UK government. From April 1st 2023, all Remdesivir costs will transfer to the individual Trust. The cost-effectiveness of this therapy is unclear.

The Trust have a guideline in place for Covid-19 Management which includes the conditional recommendation for Remdesivir in patients with greatest risk of COVID-19 associated mortality as defined by the QCOVID4 calculator. This is used by the Independent Advisory Group and can identify the top decile (90-100%) risk groups for COVID-19 mortality.

This will limit Remdesivir usage to highest risk patients where the greatest, if any Remdesivir benefit, is expected.

Proposal: Treat identified patients in line with the Trust Covid-19 Management Guidance. A member of the Microbiology Team and a Respiratory / ITU consultant will pre-approve all usage to ensure the most appropriate cases are given a fair consideration.

Outcome: Approved for addition to the Trust Formulary with a view to review again by July 2023
· Nicotine 1mg/dose Mouthspray (Nicorette Quickmist®)

Requested by: Respiratory

Indication: Management of Nicotine withdrawal symptoms in nicotine dependence who are currently vaping.

Proposal: Add to the formulary for the management of patient requiring replacement during their in-patient stay. Pharmacists will be providing smoking cessation advice to in- patients and making referrals to their local smoking cessation services in the community who will continue prescribing nicotine replacement for 6 weeks or until the patient has a quit date.

Rational: Additional option for patients wanting to quit vaping. 
Likely to treat 200 patients per year at each hospital site.

Included on the NWL Integrated Formulary for requested indication.

Outcome: Approved for addition to the Trust Formulary replacing Nicotine Inhalator

· Levomepromazine 5mg/ml Liquid

Requested by: Palliative Care

Proposal: Add liquid formulation additionally to the formulary to provide more flexibility with dosing for patients who struggle with swallowing tablets.

Cost: liquid 5mg/ml 100ml bottle is £213.60

For comparison the 25mg tablets are £22.49 for a pack of 84 tablets.
